Expansion Project Update 
 

Well, for those of you who have not been in the 

Social room yet, the expansion is complete and man 

does it look nice! WOW is the first word we hear 

which is the impression we were going for!  

 

I wanted to update the membership on where we 

were at and some of the changes made. As you are 

all aware, we built the 66 x 21 addition and we now 

have two pool tables, shuffle board, card tables, 

claw machine and an arcade game! Out the back of 

the room is a very nice Covered Patio with privacy 

fence, can lighting and ceiling fans! 

 

Our initial budget was $250K. We came in at 

$253K when the smoke settled. Our goal was to 

stay under budget but if any of you have ever taken 

on a remodel project on a building as old as ours, 

you know how this goes. Included in the 253K 

amount was some unforeseen obstacles that came 

up. These would technically fall into post mainte-

nance but we just lumped it into the expansion pro-

ject.

Thursday, October 10, 1918, P.M. - I just finished mess - roast 

beef, mashed spuds, gravy, bread & coffee. I also got an issue of choco-

late, chewing gum & cigarettes from the Red Cross. I had charge of a 

fatigue detail part of this A.M .... then shaved and dressed. After dinner I 

read till 3 o'clock. Then Lieutenant Carea, Sgt. Dalton and myself went 

up to where we are going to dig trenches tonight. It's been a nice day. 

Friday, October 11, 1918,3:15 P.M. - We are in the act of being 

paid ...just getting our July pay. Ha. My name was just called 102 franc 

856 One dollar in our money is worth 5 franc. 30 now I believe. Didn't 

do much of any thing this A.M .. Went up to Salvation Army and had 

some good pancakes, syrup and coffee. Gee. but they were good. 

Saturday, noon, October 12, 1918 - Just had mess ... same old 

thing: roast beef, tomatoes, gravy, bread and coffee. Received more mail 

this evening. 

Sunday, noon, October 13, 1918 - Some of the fellows found an 

old bathtub and brought it here. We carried water and heated it in the 

fireplace, and had a bath in the tub. What a luxury to a soldier, ha. Had a 

letter from Dad, and a letter in it from Clarence. More peace news is 

going around this morning. They say the Germans are evacuating all the 

territory necessary for peace. I think our guns are helping them to move 

out, ha ha. Every time we get to talking of peace, home, etc., it seems 

like some battery will cut loose, ha. We were issued our heavy under-

wear and socks this morning. They feel good, too. 4:30 P.M. - Lieuten-

ant Carey, Sgt. Dalton and myself just got back from where we are to 

dig trenches tonight. We dig to about Midnight, then come back and 

have some hot coffee, then to bed. Some fellows just came back from a 

town near here, and brought us some candy, four small pieces for a 

franc. Gee but this candy tastes good. 11:30 P.M. - We are back from 

our alert position and have been sitting here drinking coffee. I made me 

some toast. I received mail and have been reading my letters (4); one 

from Clarence ... was glad for all of them. Some of our artillery is mak-

ing a big racket. They aren't very far from here, and the building shakes 

when the battery cuts loose. Doesn't sound much like peace to me. 

Monday, October 14, 1918 - Lieut. Carey, Sgt. Dalton and I just got 

back from the line of support. We, L&K Co., move up to it in a few 

minutes. It is in a big woods, and we will live in small dug outs. 

Tuesday, A.M., October 15, 1918 - I just crawled out and had 

breakfast. This isn't such a bad place ... slept pretty good. Corp. Frank 

Daughtery and I are in a dugout together. There's just room for two in 

there. 5:00 P.M. - I've had supper; steak, fried spuds. pickles, 

muffins and coffee (and lots of it) and in our dug-out now. It's 

almost dark and raining. Some of the fellows are after rations. 

They are put on a car and pushed up to the kitchen. Part of the 

2nd battalion was gassed badly by the Huns in this woods the 

other night. It was pretty quiet last night and today. Fritz sent 

over a few as we were coming in last night, but missed us. We 

smelled gas once, however. They are just holding the line here. 

Wednesday Evening, October 16, 1918 - Just had a feed up 

here with our battalion scouts. Last night about 8:30 just as I had 

pulled off my leggings and shoes and was preparing for a good 

night's sleep, I was called and notified that I was to come back 

here to Pannes and guide our relief in (our division was relieved 

on this sector today). It was pouring down rain and of course, 

very muddy. Runners took me to battalion Hdqts., then to regi-

mental headquarters. From there, we went out to the road and 

caught the Colonel's car. So we rode down here, stayed up all 

night waiting for the new division (28th). I tried to sleep on a pile 

of rocks in an old room, but didn't have much success. They got 

in about 8 o'clock this A.M., and I got out to the position (about 6 

miles) with them, about noon. The Company had left, so Sgt. 

Heeries and I got one relief Co. A. 112 Inf. set.

BILL’S DIARY NEW SOCIAL ROOM & PATIO RULES
