Sunday, August 12, 1918,5:45 P.M.l am sitting here in the
front entrance of our emplacement waiting for the "chow" to
come over. It is brought up here to our platoon Hdqts. and we go
over a few at a time and get our share. This has been a fine |day. |
slept most of the time. About 21 Allied planes flew over us this
A.M .. A couple enemy planes were over a while ago. Things
were quiet last night, although we heard machine guns workjng
several times. Night before last there was lots of heavy bombard-
ment by our artillery away over on our
left. We will probably be there. for in a couple of days we will be
to the Front Line.

Monday, August 12, 1918, 11:15 A.M- A large number of
Allies planes went over, and some came back this A.M .. A qou-
ple "Jerrys" were over our section for about 3/4 of an hour. I was
a pretty sight to see the shells from the-aintraft guns explodg
around them. Old Fritz was busy shooting at ours, also. but as far
as we could see, no hits were made. We have a good place [to see
them from here. "Fritz" sent over a few shells also this A.M .} He
was trying for our regimental headquarters that isn't far from
here. Shrapnel from the aatir shells made us duck several
times. We all had to stand to most all night. They were looking
for our attack.

Tuesday, August 13, 1918 Two of my men have to go on a work
ing detall at 3:45A.M., and the other one's at noon. Makes it hard fq
them. working and standing guard. too. | slept this forenoon. shavefd and
did a little washing this P.M .. then slept some more. This noon we [saw
a Boche plane brought down. They had some battle and chase. There
were several brought down around this sector.

Wednesday, August 14, 1918Four of us are down here in a vil-
lage. | just had a good batlthe first hot water since we left the States.
3:50 P.M.- The Frenchmen here with their big guns are getting rest|ess,
| guess. and are sending a few shells over into Fritz's front yard. Trying
to coax him to send some back in return. We have orders to stay upder
cover of our camouflage roetha. ha. This is a great life sitting arounfl.
waiting for something to make you duck your head. We see lots of fire-
veorksrevery night, flares, rogkets.ssignglsand segyeh lightsa flase of
antiaircraft guns. shells, bursting around planes. etc .. One can sesg
barbed wire entanglements across the country here as far as you dan see.
There are millions of mines and rats here. Whiz go the shells over pur
heads. | hope to start something soon. Klunk, Patterson, Tucker, and
myself. are here. 7:00 P.MWe just had mess. The French sent ove
some shells this P.M .. but none came back. Three French soldierg just
left. We had lots of fun trying to talk to them. We have to use a book.
They are all good fellows. They like to try and talk to the Americang.
They like to trade cigarettes. Theirs aren't as good as ours. This sufe is a
pretty evening. It gets pretty warm here through the day, but is chilly at
night. We go on up in the front line in a few days.
Friday, August 16, 1918

We are ready to "stand to" 8 to 9 and 3:30 to 4:30 in the morning. Three
French planes were flying around very low this P.M .. They claim tHey
were dropping literature over on the Hun's side. | don't think it will lpok
very good to some of them.
Sunday, August 18, 1918
We came back here to Bruville last night. just a short ways from "N
Camp". Don't know how long we'll stay here. Seemed good to take|off
our clothes and get a good night's sleep. We didn't get in here till Mid-
night. however. so | slept this A.M ..Our artillery sent over a bunch pf
gas shells last night, followed up with a gas cloud. Observation balloons
reported Boche carrying their dead this morning. so it must have had
some effect. We are looking for mail in a day or two. Regimental H¢ad-
quarters are here in this town. | hear a plane ... sounds like a "Jerry". The
reports in the papers sure look good.
