A Boche plane was over last night and dropped some bombs. 

Some were very close to us, however. I will write some letters 

now. We will probably get more mail tonight. I got four letters 

this A.M., written around the 3rd of October. We heard some big 

guns being moved up last night. Some of Belgium's artillery are 

going past now. I guess we leave here this evening. 

Wednesday, October 30, 1918 - We hiked over here about 7 

kilometers. We got lost on our way. The 3rd battalion slept out 

here in a field. Thrusher. Cranton and myself slept together. 

They sure have some heavy dews here - ha. Our top covers were 

soaked this A.M .. I've had breakfast: boiled spuds, bread, molas-

ses and coffee. There was a heavy barrage put over last night and 

this morning by the allies, I suspect.                                                                                                                                                                                                         

We saw several bunches of prisoners brought back yesterday. 

The guns are rolling on ahead again now. We have our packs 

made up. and are sitting along the road here waiting for orders to 

move. 2:45 P.M. - We are still here ...guess we will move this 

evening. Many planes have been overhead all day. Some papers 

came down a few minutes ago printed in "German", stating they 

are ready for peace. etc .. They will get peace when we are ready 

for them to have it. This is a fine day. We received more mail 

this noon. I got three letters. 

Thursday, A.M., October 31,1918 - The battle is on again with 

our regiment in reserve for our brigade.  We came up here about 

12 kilometers last night, and slept in some barns. We were 

awakened about 5 o'clock this morning by the roar of the artillery 

putting down the barrage. The drive started at 5:30. Several bat-

teries are close. and more are moving closer.  We got up about 

6:30, and made up our packs. Of course, part of our stuff will be 

left  here. Our kitchens are back up the road some place. The 

fellows are sitting around fires making coffee and frying spuds. I 

don't know how soon we move on. Some prisoners were just 

brought back ...also some wounded men of the 148th. 

This is a cool morning. and it is trying to rain. I hope we move 

on soon. A big shell from one of "Fritz's" guns just came whizz-

ing over, and exploded over toward the road. They have a wicked 

whistle to them - ha.   I am about out of "Bull Durham". Every 

few days we get about 14 packages for the Co ..Those that get a 

package divides with the others. We went a week without. We 

smoked some of the Belgiun's tobacco then.  Later. ..noon. They 

are still bringing back prisoners. Many civilians are also coming 

back. Some are wounded pretty bad. Civilians say the Germans 

ran them out into the barrage. Those that refused were killed 

out right. I saw an old man and a small boy come in a few min-

utes ago - both badly wounded. One woman said three of her 

daughters this morning by the Germans. Later. Just finished din-

ner. Our kitchens came up ...beans. prunes, bread and coffee. 

There is a piano and a lot of other furniture in a wagon in the 

driveway of this bam. One of our fellows, "Red Toerper", is 

playing the piano now, and it sure does sound good. Fellows 

are coming in here all the time now, and we have some crowd. 

One wouldn't think there was a war if he would look in here ha - 

ha. 

 

Friday, A.M., November 1, 1918 - Just as we were ready to 

leave the barns last night, we received orders to stay for the rest 

of the night.
