          Chad ñCoastiò Taylor, Director 



 òBILLõS DIARYó   

 

 

Friday, July 5, 1918, 7:15 A.M . 

 I was just up and had bread, cheese and coffee. I was on the third relief 

of the guard last night from 1: 15 to 4: 15 A.M .. What little sleep I got 

was on a table in the officer's mess. About 11 :30 last night we heard 

several shots fired someplace. And could feel the jar of the boat, but we 

couldn't find where they came from. I guess we will see land today and 

will anchor out someplace. 

11 :30 P.M. - Well here we are in some French harbor. Brest is the 

name of the city. We seem to come into a Cape. It is a wonderful sight. 

..all of our transports are anchored here. We see boats of all description. 

We seem to be in a channel. The view on both sides is wonderful. ..I 
just can't describe it. We haven't any band on this boat. but we can hear 

one from another boat near us. We can see the city of Brest off in the 

distance, and from here it looks like all the buildings are constructed of 

stone or cement. I don't know how long we will stay out here. We 

just had supper, and are ready to leave the boat. We have been towed 

over to the wharf by a tug. Well here we are about two miles and have 

pitched our pup tents. Our battalions are jammed in a small field. It is 

enclosed by a mound of earth which is covered by a hedge. We came up 

through a village. I guess it was part of Brest. It was one continuous 

climb up a steep hill. On each side of the road was a stone wall. part 

artificial. and part natural. Almost all we saw was old men and women. 

It is reported that our destroyers got two submarines coming over~ 

All along the way, small children and old folks were singing, "Hail, hail, 

the gang's all here ... ". also asking for pennies and cigarettes. It will be 

kind a cool tonight out here. I would like to have a good meal. I saw a 

French zeppelin sailing off in the distance. 

Saturday, July 6,1918 - These fields, enclosures, etc., were once 

used by Napoleon and his army. There are barracks near here that were 

once used for his prisoners. His whipping posts, scaffolds for hanging 

and shooting, are still there. We nearly froze last night, and today it is 

nice and warm. The country we have seen is beautiful. All ground possi-

ble is cultivated. It sure seemed good to take off our clothes when we 

went to bed last night. It was the first time since we left the States. 

Sunday, July 7, 1918  
 Another fine day. I shaved and washed the best I could in my 
cup this A.M . We have to use water from our canteens. I went to church 

this A.M .. I wish we could get out of this "bull pen" and look around 

some. I guess we go to a training camp from here in a few days. I wrote 

a couple letters yesterday. Hope we get some soon. It doesn't get dark 

until 10:30 P.M .. It seems funny to hear taps before it's dark. 

Monday, July 8, 1918  
 Another hot day. We didn't do anything today. This P.M. we 

were taken over to the barracks and got a good shower bath. The water 

was cold as ice. but it made you feel good. It is so dusty here. and you 

get so dirty lying around in your pup tent. The 1st Battalion left this 

A.M. for the next camp. We got our money changed into French money 

this A.M .. There is a Y.M.C.A. canteen here. and everything is pretty 

high. 

Tuesday, July 9, 1918 - We had some manual of arms this A.M .. I 

slept most of the afternoon. I am on guard tonight...have the second 

relief. A bunch of Marines came in today. One ship burned when they 

were two days out from Jersey coast. Quite a number were sent back to 

hospitals in the States yesterday who had been wounded and gassed in 

the front lines. A pitiful looking bunch. I guess. We are now on our way 

across France.
