 òBILLõS DIARYó   

 

Sunday July 14, 1918 -  

This is the French day of Independence. We had a program this 

A.M .. We played some baseball this P.M., and, after supper, a 

bunch of us played volleyball till dark. Our battalion is here in a 

small village. We are in barracks. This is a very old place. 

Some of the buildings were erected in 1673. We got here Friday 

at midnight. The regiment is scattered around in different vil-

lages. We have to go down to a creek to wash, etc .. They tell us 

we are about forty miles from the Front. We can hear the big 

guns from here.   Everybody is O.K .. 

Tuesday July 16, 1918 -  

We have drilled all day out here in a field. 

Wednesday July 17, 1918 -  

We drilled this A.M., helped carry drinking water this P.M .. I 

was talking to some men this P.M .. There is to be a Y.M.C.A. 

here soon. It sure has been a hot day. 

Thursday July 18, 1918 - 

 Mail call blew this P.M. while we were drilling, and you 

should have heard the yell that went up. I got 5 letters ...sure was 

glad to get them. 

Friday July 19, 1918 -  

Turned in some of our equipment this A.M .. We are going to 

leave here in a few days. I went down and had a good swim this 

P.M .. 

Saturday July 20, 1918 - 

 We took a hike this morning ...didn't do anything this P.M ...had 

a good swim this evening. 

Sunday July 21, 1918 7:15 P.M. - 

 A Colonel was around this P.M .. And things didn't please him, 

so orders just came over that we scrub out our barracks, then go 

downtown and work on the streets for an hour, then come back 

here and have practice in saluting. Great stuff - ha, ha.  I slept all 

morning and played ball a while this P.M .. We were issued our 

trench caps and wrapped legging this noon, also gas masks. 

Tuesday July 23, 1918 9:25 P.M. - 

 Grit, Si, and I went over and bought some bread and milk this 

evening. It sure tasted good. We took the auto rifles out to the range 

this A.M., and fired them. We go out again in the A.M .. .leave this 

camp tomorrow night. 

Thursday July 25, 1918 -  
We left Bourges at 10:22 last night. got off at Goefeville this A.M. early, 

and hiked over here 8 miles to Kaffervilles. Our packs were very heavy. 

We traveled in boxcars last night. And we were about all in. We had a 

bite to eat and rested a while and then we automatic riflemen were noti-

fied in a few minutes. We are resting along the side of the road. We just 

passed some old trenches ... have seen graves along all day. All the vil-

lages we have been through today have been shelled. Most of the build-

ings are wrecks. My feet feel like they are wrecks, too. Ha, ha. I am 

feeling good though at that. We had some good coffee just before we 

started. and it brought us back to life. Grit and a bunch of us just bought 

some milk and soaked our hard bread in it. Sure was good.  These vil-

lages around here were held by the Huns a few months back. 

Friday July 26, 1918 6:30 P.M. -  
We got mail again today, and that event is a treat. received 8 letters and 

just finished reading them. We go out on patrol work this evening at 

eight o'clock. I am going down to the creek and shave and clean up. The 

bunch I am with are sleeping in a hay mow. We leave here shortly I 

guess. Airplanes have been flying over here all day. Also some were 

around last night. We all hunt cover in the daytime, when we see one as 

we can't tell who they belong to.
