Chad ñCoastiò Taylor Director 



 òBILLõS DIARYó   

 

 

Wednesday, July 10, 1918 
 6:15 A.M. - Didn't get any sleep last night. My relief was on 

guard from 10 till 12, then I stayed up and talked with the gang. 

First call blew at 2:35 A.M .. 

We are now on a train here in Brest. Gee, but the cars are queer 

looking and small. And the one we are in is divided up into de-

partments for eight persons each.  It rained all night and is still at 

it. We are supposed to leave at 7:30 - of course we don't know to 

where. 

6:30 P.M. - We are in the city of Laval. It is a beautiful place. 

The railroad tracks are up high, and we had a good view of the 

city. We stopped here for 5 minutes. Several of the fellows are 

out getting water and etc .. The trip has been fine so far. We are 

seeing a lot of French soldiers. Most of them have been wounded 

and are here resting. 

Thursday, July 11, 1918 

11:45 A.M. - We have stopped in this small town for an hour. 

We have been served coffee, and each section of eight men has 

its own rations for the trip. We had 6 cans of tomatoes, 6 cans of 

corn beef, 3 cans of baked beans. 1-1/2 cans of jam, and 2 of the 

large army loaves of bread when we left camp. 

We passed a large American camp this morning. We see U.S. 

soldiers all along the line now. One place where we stopped a 

few minutes, there was an M.P. along the track. He was one of 

the fellows that used to be in our Company at Camp Sheridan. 

Everyone was glad to see him. We noticed at one place a lot of 

Buckeye trees. It made us feel right at home. 2:30 P.M. - 

We are in Bourges now. I was just served coffee by the Ameri-

can Red Cross. 7:00 P.M. - We have been here in "Nevers" for 

about an hour. The people in France seem to be glad to see 

American troops. They all come running out just like they do in 

the States. We have seen lots of engineers at different points 

building railroads. I also saw a lot of Chinese laborers. We past a 

couple of aviation camps this P.M .. 

France sure is a pretty country. I have seen several U.S.A. loco-

motives. They are larger than most of the French made. I saw a 

train pass just now that was made up of U.S.A. cars. There is lots 

of traffic on the road ...double track all the way. Almost every 

train is a troop train. This sure is a fine trip. The scenery is great. 

I see lots of Hun prisoners. also Turks and Negroes. 

Friday, July 12, 1918  

(We left Camp Lee 3 weeks ago today.) 9:50 A.M. - We're just 

pulling out of Digan. We were served hot coffee and bread by the 

American Red Cross. This town has been raided by the Hun air-

planes. 12:00 noon, "Lohue Tille" - Big containment here ...lots 

of prisoners. 80 miles from the Front. We have about 40 miles 

yet to go. The 145 Company and 146 Company were only 7 days 

crossing the ocean. 1500 prisoners are here. The rest of the Divi-

sion is on ahead where we are going. The weather is fine. We left 

Virginia 3 weeks ago today, and here we are, almost across 

"France. the Beautiful". It surprises one to see what a great part 

the U.S. is taking over here. We are in a place now that looks like 

a railroad center, and yet, last Fall. there was nothing here. The 

Red Cross just gave us each a handkerchief. and they sure are 

nice. They have a monogram of "Old Glory" and the French flag 

on there: also. "rest station" and Croux Rouge Americana. This is 

a big supply base. I see women doing men's work all along the 

way.
