I ran across "Cotton Patterson" and Renner this morning. And later, 

Cotton and I saw John Fischer and had a talk with him. Most all the 

buildings we have seen in Belgium are constructed of brick. There are 

acres and acres of sugar beets and turnips around here - also a lot of 

cabbage. The Dutch left large quantities of potatoes also. 

Thursday, October 24, 1918 - Dalton, Herries and myself took a 

walk this P.M .. There was a good railroad through here, but the Ger-

mans had wrecked it with their mines. Mines are placed around cross-

roads, etc .. Belgiun civilians told where they (mines) were, and they 

were dug out with out any harm being done. The engineers were around 

this P.M. exploding mines, etc .. Some of the men were over to a place 

near where many dead Germans were still unburied. We see many 

graves. Many Belgiun refugees have moved back into this place (Gits). 

They draw rations through our supply outfits. We had com bill, spuds 

and cabbage (German) cooked together for dinner and supper. Gee, I'd 

like to see some papers and get some mail. 

Friday, October 25,1918 - I just had supper: beans, bread. jam and 

coffee. Daltons, Hopkins, Herrier and I took a walk this P.M., just look-

ing around the barracks, etc. that were occupied by the Germans before 

they were driven out. We don't get any papers up here. We hear we have 

to move out of this building on account of making a hospital out of it. 

Some say this was a Nunnery before taken by the Germans. We ex-

pected mail this P.M., but none came. I wonder what the folks are doing 

at home. 

Saturday, October 26, 1918, 10:00 A.M. - Just came in from a 

little drill. and I'm going to finish a letter to the folks. We were out this 

afternoon, and had a little extended order work. 

Sunday, October 27,1918 - Have just had dinner: roast beef. mashed 

spuds, gravy, bread and coffee, so I feel pretty good. I would like to 

have a pipe full of good tobacco better than anything else right now. 

They say we are drawing French rations, so I guess that is the reason we 

haven't drawn any "Bull Durham", or pipe tobacco lately. Most every-

one is out. We went to church this morning - also wrote a letter to Bruce 

Achor. (later in the evening) - I've had supper. and have been sitting 

here talking and eating raw turnips. We leave here in the morning at 

7:40 (hike). 

Monday, October 25, 1918 - We are resting a few minutes here in 

"Ardoye". It looks like a pretty good town. Long lines of French Cavalry 

are passing through here. I guess they were used to good advantage in 

the drive through this sector. (later) - We have stopped along the road 

here and have had a bite to eat. The kitchen had coffee and we ate some 

of our "com beef" and hard tack. The French cavalry is still passing us. 

They evidently have been relieved. This is a fine day for hiking. You see 

a lot of large wind mills ...reminds one of pictures of Holland. The cav-

alry men carry long iron lances. 4:00 P.M. - This finds us at our quarters 

for a few days, I suppose. A bunch of us are here in a pretty little brick 

house with tile flooring and paintings on the walls. Part of it is occupied 

by a Belgiun family. The father was in the States for one year and 5 

months. After we left Ardoye, we passed through "Russeleinde" (a small 

town), and through "Pitthem". We are just a little ways from there now 

(I kilometer). Part of Co. is on up the road towards "Meulebeke". It is a 

good size town. This sure is pretty country. We all like it better than 

France. The people are thrifty and hard workers. You can see them out 

in the fields working in any direction you look. Our kitchen is about 500 

yds. up the road. I hope supper will soon be ready. Many allied planes 

are in the air around here. There was an aviation camp being put in 

readiness close to the place we left at Roulers. We can see several allied 

observation balloons up toward the front. The Dutch brought one down 

in flames the other day. As we haven't seen any papers lately, it is hard 

to tell just where the line is now. A month ago today we had the hard 

fight in the drive We can hear a young baby crying in the next room. 

Tuesday, A.M., October 29,1918 - Have had breakfast, "Com 

Bill", bread and coffee, and have been sitting around reading the mail 

we received this A.M .. I also shaved and washed up.
