It
was a sad sight. We are the first Americans to be in these towns, and the
Belgiums all seemed mighty glad to see us. The Dutch were chased out
of thfs sectbr thrdd vaeeRA &2d. V& SasSed oné plack whete therB wire |
about twenty-five dead horses. They had been German horses, but the
allies artillery got them before they got them away. We saw several
where the hind quarters had been cut away - probably for steaks.

During the latter part of the trip the conditions of the recent evacuated
country improved a great deal. Both country and towns are in better
shape. What damage is done to the towns was by the allies artillery. In
places where the Dutch had time (and I guess they didn't have much),
they burned buildings, etc .. They left lots of ammunition behind. This is
a pretty good size town, and is called "Gits".
