Saturday, A.M., October 5, 1918 - We are stationed here in a big 

store house, so it seems. I had a fair night's rest. Sgt. Pete & I slept to-

gether on empty sacks. I was awakened this morning by the merry 

laughter, singing and yelling of a bunch of colored troops. They were 

loading lumber, etc., from cars. It made all of us think of Alabama. 

Pete, Poe and I, cooked our hash and tomatoes and made some coffee 

about 10 o'clock. I was up to the "Y" a few minutes ...got some cokes & 
jam. 1:30 o'clock - Our kitchen just got in, so I suppose we will have 

some more "corn Bill" - ha, ha. I have been reading the "Star & Stripes", 

about the drive our Division took part of the forest of Argomu, and was 

on the left of the town of "Montfancare". Some of our troops were in the 

town. It was on a high hill. I think the 79th got credit for taking this 

town. I shaved and washed!!Q llood this A.M .. We are not very far 

from "Foul" now. The name of the station here is "Dareigermain". 

Sgt. Pete found a place where we could take a hot shower bath, by a 

little heating & pumping of water - ha. Binkley and I went down and 

enjoyed a good bath .. .first we had had for a long time - ha. It sure felt 

good. They raise a lot of grapes around here, and are picking them now 

to make wine. 

Sunday, P.M., October 6, 1918 - I went to church this morning, 

and I've been writing letters this P.M .. 8:00 P.M. - There seems to be 

quite a bit of peace talk going around. The French people say "Finish 

Bache" - ha. 

Monday, pm., October 7, 1918 - We had a rain last night. I woke 

up and water was dripping down upon my face. I am sitting out here in 

the sun by a fire we have. I slept most of the forenoon ... received 3 

letters this A.M .. Dick Summers was just over. We leave here tonight 

in trucks for some sub sector, about a 5 hour ride, I guess. This has been 

a supply base for engineers, but most all of them are up front now. 

Bolander and I are just up watching a saw mill gang from the States 

making railroad ties. They sure do fast work. It's time for mess now. 

I am afraid Grit, Shorty, Howard and some more of the fellows who are 

in the hospital aren't going to get back with the Company. Some have 

already been transferred to the S.O.S .. 

Tuesday, October 8,1918 - We arrived here in Pannes about 6 

o'clock. We hadn't gone far till we caught up with American troops. 

They took us to a little place where we boarded a narrow gauge railway 

train. We left there about midnight. It was a cold, rainy night, and we 

were uncomfortable all night, as we were in flat cars. It sure was some 

ride. We went bumping and twisting along till 6 o'clock this A.M .. We 

passed through the sector where the St. Maheif drive was made over 

recently. It had been a German railroad. We got off at some town, and 

hiked up here about 2 kilometers. A bunch of us are in an old building, 

have a good fire in an old fireplace, and just made us some coffee, and 

heated some corn beef hash. Our kitchens aren't here yet. We are about 

12 miles from "Metz". This place is shelled often by the Germans. 

We see lots of German signs around. They haven't been out of here very 

long. This is a cold gloomy morning, and very muddy. We entrained at 

Fancy last night. A few weeks ago the German officers had their club 

right across the street from here. 

Wednesday, October 9, 1918 - A year ago today we left Ohio for 

Alabama. I went to bed early last night, and hadn't been in bed but a few 

minutes when Fritz sent over some big shells. None of them hit in town, 

but they shook all the buildings at that. Most everyone beat it for the 

dugouts. We stayed in here, however. I had a good night's sleep. Pete 

and I laid a large wardrobe down on the floor, and put a lot of straw on 

it, so we had a good bed. There is some old furniture in most of the 

buildings. Some of the wood is very beautiful. I thought of Dad as soon 

as I saw some of it. He would make something beautiful from it. We 

keep a big fire here in the fireplace all the time. I warmed up some more 

corn beef this A.M ..The Red Cross gave us some chocolate chewing 

gum and cigarettes and some magazines this A.M .. That organization is 

doing a good job over here. Also, the Salvation Army. they have can-

teens here, and are giving out coffee & hot chocolate.
