Thursday, August 22, 1918 -  
Outpost NO.4 of the front line trench. This is more like it up here. We 

came up Tuesday night about 12:30 P.M .. We hadn't been in here more 

than fifteen minutes when a couple Boche machine guns opened up on 

us. We gave them lots of hot lead back, and they finally let up on us. 

We only brought nine men along. Last night we were re-enforced, and 

nothing happened. One of our men were killed. I don't know how many 

the enemy lost. We all stand guard at night, and during the day, we only 

have one man on while the rest sleeps. I got some mail again this A.M .. 

Among it was a card from "Ty Lenton". We are having a full moon now, 

and the nights are almost as light as day. The weather is fine. Jack    

Heries and I are the two corporals here, and we have been having a good 

time. the dugout - ha, ha. One sees some funny scenes here. especially 

when bullets whistle about your head. 

Sunday, August 25  7:00 A.M. -  
Here it is Sunday morning, and I am sitting here watching and wishing 

to see a Boche out in our wires - ha. There is a heavy fog this A.M., and 

we have to stay at our posts till it clears. I am staying here while the 

other two fellows eat their breakfast. Our meals are carried out here to 

us. We had a rain last night, and everything. including ourselves, is good 

and muddy. The experience here is great. We have had several exciting 

times ... had some early this A.M .. Patrols go out most every night, and 

they have some hot times. I am going to try and get in on them as soon 

as we are relieved. A Boche just let go at us with a machine gun. Now if 

we answer back, he will do it again - ha. This is a great war on this sec-

tor ("You shoot at me and I will shoot at you."). Over home they are 

trying to save souls from Hell. And here we are trying to send souls 

to Hell. 

Monday, August 26, 1918 -  
We are just going on post to watch for the night. Received a bunch of 

mail the other day ... also 5 letters yesterday. I sure was glad to get them. 

I saw a Boche plane brought down the other day ...a pretty sight. The 

two that were after it followed it almost to the ground. Sgt. Howard 

Thrusher and I are on this post tonight. Grit came up also this evening. 

Wednesday, August 28, 1918 -  
I've been sitting here reading a bunch of Daily News from home. 

Seemed good ...believe me. I also got a letter from home this morning. 

Six Boche planes were overhead a few minutes ago. It was a sight to see 

the anti-aircraft shells bursting around them. However, none were 

brought down. It's been cooler the past couple of days. There isn't 

enough excitement here at this front. Grit also got mail and papers   

today. 

Friday, August 30, 1918 -  
We were relieved last night. and came away from the front early this 

A.M .. We came up here to the delousing station, and are camped in a 

pretty little pine woods. Our clothes were all put through the steaming 

process. and we had a good bath. I feel fine now. I'll feel better when we 

get some sleep. We go up to the line of resistance tonight. Fritz sent 

some shells over close to this place this P.M .. A few minutes ago. it 

sounded like an air battle was on just a little ways from here. Where we 

could see, it was a Boche plane after one of our observation balloons. 

The two observers came down in their parachutes unharmed. He didn't 

get the balloon either. The antiaircraft guns and machine guns opened up 

firing. It looked several times like they had him. I never saw an airplane 

travel so fast before. This is a fine evening. The sun is just going down, 

and this pine woods reminds me of Camp Sheridan, Alabama. 

Saturday, August 31, 1918, noon -  
Four of us have an observation post here, close to Mantigny. The place 

where we were yesterday was shelled last night. I am on watch while the 

other fellows go to platoon headquarters. and get their chow. An Allied 

observation plane is just going over. In the daytime, all except the man 

on guard stay in the dugout. And at night, we have to move our beds 

(yes, we have straw ticks here), out to the post along side the road. The 

weather is a little chilly.
