Sunday, September 29, 1918, Evening - A good many of the fel-
lows are in the hospital gassed and wounded. Thursday night, I slept
uldé® aWukh &n €hilis@e. Friday night, four of us slept in a shell hole
(Poe, Grit, Frey and myself). The nights are cold. Last night a few of us
slept back here by the kitchen. This morning several of us (those that
were able) went back up and tried to find the rest of the Company. Sgt.
Peterson and Poe Brosack and myself are digging in for the night. Shells
are falling close around. It looks like rain. and a strong cold wind is
blowing. We had to fall back a little today, on account of the Boshe
artillery barrage.

Monday evening, September 30, 1918 - It rained last night, and
we almost froze. All we had was rain coats, and it isn't very comfortable
sleeping in a little hole in the ground, with water running in under you.
We found our Company (or what was left of it), this P.M .. Our division
gets relieved some time tonight.

We just got word
that we move on back. night. We passed some trucks. and someone was

He kooR nfe dowh
to Lieutenant, and got me some hot coffee and bread. butter. and jam
(sure did taste good). Then we sat in front of a big fireplace, talked a

while. and went to bed. Everything was nice and warm. I enjoyed a good
night's sleep. After breakfast we (Stan & 1). looked around for Lieut.
South. We then came up here on the hill where our brigade (74) is.
When we started the drive. we left our rolls behind, and last night they
were brought up here and dumped out and mixed up. Each man got one,
of course. When I found mine this noon, of course several things were
missing. The one thing I valued most was a diary book that I had started
when we left the States. What do you know, a fellow just found my
belongings in another roll. I sure am glad to get my own back again. We
are pitching tents ... going to stay here tonight, I guess. [ and a little
Irishman by the name of Brady are pitching our tents (shelter halves).
We had 5 men killed. and about 20 wounded in our Company.

7:30 P.M. - We had mess, and lots of the men are in bed. Everyone
seems in good spirits. All are glad to get away from shell fire and ma-
chine gun bullets - ha! Gee. that sure was 6 days of "Hell" - ha, ha.
Most everyone has some of the mud off of him and shaved. I have seen
several papers today. It really looks good. A K of C man gave out ciga-
rettes. etc., several times today. Long lines of trucks are going along all
the time with rations. Mail ammunition, etc .. My name has been called
several times for mail, so I'll be busy reading for a while.

Thursday, noon, October 3, 1918 - I just had mess. and have been
sitting here by my pack reading my mail. I got 15 letters this A.M.. |
sure was glad to have them. We are all packed, ready to move this P.M ..
Cotton Patterson was over last night, and we had a good old chat. He is
0.K. and looking fine.

6:00 P.M. - We are still here. From the looks of things we are going to
leave in trucks when we do go. I have been sick in my stomach, and

| haven't felt so good. Grit and several others are still in the hospital. I saw

a Bache plane brought down last night. Dad sent me some pictures,
which I received today ... so glad to get them.

Friday, October 4,1918 - Here we are in our pup tents tonight, on a
little hill, after a tiresome 14 hour ride in trucks. We just got orders to be
ready to move again by 5:30. It is 4 o'clock now. That's the life of an
infantry man - ha. None of us feel very good ... only had one good meal
since we started the drive.
