After breakfast this A.M. (mashed spuds. gravy. boiled beef. bread.
molasses and coffee), we left and have gone about 4 kilometers here.
We were scattered along a line of bushes. I don't know what we are
going to do. Lieut. South was over last. I saw him for the first time since
we left Camp Lee. Va. I was glad to see him. He was hit by a piece of
shrapnel yesterday. but is feeling O.K .. Sounds like "Fritz" is sending
over some heavies not far from here. I think he is trying for a town just
ahead of us. We also hear the machine guns up in the line. My jaw is
swollen from a sore tooth. It doesn't hurt much however. Another bar-
rage was put down early this A.M. by our artillery. 2:30 P.M. - This
finds us in a small woods, surrounding what looks like once was a
"castle". It sets out in a small lake. High arching foot bridges can be
seen here and there. And all together. it must have been very pretty be-
fore the shells began to fall. Within a few yards from here is a large
garden fenced in by a high brick wall. We found vegetables of all

kinds ... also found a couple of bee hives. I know of some bees that are
going hungry this winter - ha. The tomatoes and turnips taste so good.
There are many pretty "Chrysanthemums", also beautiful "Dahlias".

We hear that when the "Advance" was started this A.M., they did not
find many Dutch. I hope we are taken up and given another chance at
them. There are two dead French soldiers just outside the wall. One is a
Colonel trooper. ..he was gased. and the other fellow was shot through
the heart. We can smell gas most any place here in the woods. The civil-
ians all wear wooden shoes in this country (Belgium). Most all of their
wagons are three wheeled carts. We see lots of dogs pulling light carts
around.

Saturday, noon, November 2,1918 - We hiked up here about 12
kilometers last evening to a woods. And spent a very uncomfortable
night. "Fritz" was sending over oodles of shells, and then a Boche plane
came over and deposited some man-killing bombs. One came down
within a few yards of where Howard Thrusher and I were trying to
sleep. Wounding ten M. Co. men - killing one horse and wounded an-
other, as it had to be killed. Fellows were hurt all around Howard and I,
but we didn't get a scratch. All it did to us was throw dirt all over us. We
were very fortunate. There is nothing worse then an air bomb. We saw a
Boche plane brought down early last evening. One of the men in it
jumped out in a parachute, and one of our planes followed him down. I
hope we move out of this place tonight. See some Buckeye trees here.
also Chestnuts, to eat. We are still in reseve about 6 kilometers behind
the line. Some engineers are repairing the road out here where some
bombs were exploded. Trucks are taking pontoons up for making
bridges. Later. Thrusher and I made us a dugout for ourselves and Lieut.
Cartmill this P.M . guess we will remain here tonight. There are some 6-
8-10-14-33 inc. guns close here. so we'll have plenty of Company. Just
so the Dutch don't start shelling around here, hunting for these batteries.
Sunday, A.M., November 3, 1918 - Had a fair night's rest. "Fritz"
sent over quite a few shells. many of them being" duds". Thrusher and [
went up here to a little house and shaved and washed up, so I feel some
better - ha. We hear our division is to be relieved soon. I don't believe
we are going to see the front line this time. We hear they have reached
their objective. French divisions are on our right and left. I think we will
get some mail this evening. This doesn't seem like Sunday. Dick Sum-
mers joined our Co. this morning. He had a good supply of "Bull Dur-
ham", and gave it out to his friends. Whenever one of these heavy guns
speak close to here. we all jump. Shell shocked. I guess - ha, ha. Sounds
like an air battle overhead now. There is a fine building just back of
here. It has been a residence once upon a time. Sure is a beauty.
Evidently a Boche plane is maneuvering over our front line from the
shooting that is going on. Many Belgiun refugees are passing this
woods, some carrying bundles ...others pulling carts with furniture, etc.,
while others have nothing. Much artillery moved up last night. Had mut-
ton stew for breakfast, beans and mashed spuds this P.M . Later. We are
ready to leave here, going back someplace, as the division is to be re-
lieved tonight. "Fritz" is sending over some of his heavy high explosives
shells, and they are falling all around us.
